MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

Harbin Institute of Technology
(School of Management)

AND

THE UNIVERSITY OF SURREY
(Faculty of Business, Economics and Law)

University of Surrey, UK (hereinafter known as ‘Surrey’), through its Faculty of Business, Economics and Law, and Harbin Institute of Technology, China (hereinafter referred to as ‘HIT’), through its School of Management, together known as the ‘parties’, hereby sets out this non-binding agreement to consider the establishment of a partnership and carrying out collaborative academic activities. It is not intended to create legally binding obligations between the parties.
Definitions
‘Qualified Student’ means a student registered at HIT who was formally a student at HIT and who has obtained a bachelor degree from the School of Management and met the entry requirements as published on Surrey’s website of the MSc programme that the student applies to study at Surrey. 
‘Surrey MSc programme’ means any of the postgraduate degree programmes offered in Surrey Business School, School of Economics and School of Hospitality and Tourism Management.

Objectives  
1. In addition to the responsibilities set out below, each party agrees to engage in discussion in an effort to promote and develop cooperation in the following academic activities, upon the principles of equality and reciprocity.   

a. Allowing Qualified Students from HIT to enrol onto a Surrey MSc programme;
b. Planning and conducting collaborative research including joint bidding for research grants and joint publications;
c. Exchange of staff for collaborative research activities;
d. Joint organisation of research workshops and symposiums.   
Financial Terms

e. Surrey will provide a scholarship to those Qualified Students accepted onto a Surrey Programme. The scholarship is equivalent to 10% of Surrey’s prevailing international tuition fees. 
f. There will be no other financial arrangements between the parties
Responsibilities
2. HIT agrees to be responsible for:

a. the correct use of Surrey’s trademarks and logos; 
b. promote the Surrey MSc programmes to current students; 

c. assigning a coordinator to serves as a liaison and primary point of contact and to provide necessary guidance to students;

d. putting forward Qualified Students for acceptance onto the Surrey MSc programme.
3. Surrey will:

a. provide to the Qualified Students at the Student’s expense, accommodation on Surrey’s campus or with approved providers;
b. enrol the Qualified Students;

c. provide access to all facilities and amenities (subject to any applicable fee) enjoyed by other students enrolled at Surrey. 

4. Qualified Students will:

a. make an application directly through Surrey’s online application system, and not through any agencies;

b. be enrolled as Surrey students and as such abide by all Surrey’s regulations, policies and procedures;

c. enjoy the same rights and privileges and facilities as other students enrolled at Surrey. 

Non-discrimination
5. Both universities agree that no person shall, on the grounds of any given protected characteristic of: age, disability, race and ethnicity, gender, gender identity, religion or belief, sexual orientation, marriage and civil partnership be excluded from participation under the terms of this Memorandum. Both parties are also committed to eliminating unlawful discrimination within their organisation, advancing equality of opportunity and fostering good relations between those from different protected groups.  

6. This Memorandum will come into force when signed by both parties and will last for a period of three years unless extended by both parties in writing, not less than six months before the anniversary of the Memorandum for another period of three years. 
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
